
SPORT IN CYPRUS
Basketball is the second most popular
sport amongst Cypriots after soccer. The
standard of basketball is very high on the
island, which is evident by the success of
the national team. Netball fixtures are
available with local English schools and
British Forces and two of our hotel
options have on site courts, giving the
advantage of free training sessions!

The island also attracts several
professional European football clubs who
choose Cyprus for their pre-season and
winter training camps due to its warm
climate. There is a strong youth structure
with an array of clubs, academies and
schools keen to test themselves against
foreign sides making this an ideal
destination for teams of all levels.
Training facilities are plentiful; the
impressive Campus Sportivo mini soccer
complex in Limassol is one such example.

Cricket is becoming increasingly popular in
Cyprus since the formation of the Cyprus
Cricket Association in 2003. The pitch is
situated at the aptly named Happy Valley
in Episkopi which is used for all matches.

Limassol
Ancient and modern
Stretching for 14 km along the south coast of the island, the town is a fascinating blend of old and
new - the historic old town with its maze of narrow cobbled streets and traditional shops contrasts
widely to the main tourist area of Germasogeia which offers every facility you would expect of a
modern beach resort.
From there you can easily take a trip to the southern slopes of the Troodos Mountains, a cooler
alternative in the hot weather, where picturesque villages cling to the pine-clad slopes – offering
spectacular panoramic views. Or maybe spend a day at the Fasouri ‘Watermania’ Water Park, which has
the largest wave pool in Europe!
Highly recommended after sunset is a visit to one of the local tavernas for a traditional Cyprus Night
with mezze meal and dancing – a hugely popular outing with our touring sides! Or a Moonlight Cruise
around Limassol Harbour with buffet meal.
