Namibia's capital yet nothing like the bustling
city life of South Africa's Cape Town! A modern
African city with a laid back and friendly feel.
There is the typical African contrast of wealth
and poverty, and historical buildings dating
back to German colonial rule. Here you can
play your sport against local opposition, do a

spot of shopping and relax with a sundowner
in the evening!

Swakopmund

Namibia's top coastal resort surrounded by
desert and sea. Many visitors arrive here via the
desert drive from Sossusvlei, which is home to
the largest sand dunes in the world. This quaint
town has a very German feel and a wide choice
of restaurants and hotels. While playing a
fixture here you can also combine it with a
marine cruise, from the nearby Walvis Bay,
which is great for sporting fixtures.

This park was proclaimed as Namibia's first
conservation area in 1907 and at that time was
the largest game reserve in the world. Here you
will be able to see a few of the 114 mammals
found in the park including rare and endangered
species such as black rhino and cheetah, along
with some of the largest elephants in Africa.

i WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW

The Capital of Namibia is Windhoek.

British Citizens are granted free entry
permits on arrival and are entitled to

a 90 day visa. Passports require 6 months
validity from the date of return and
passengers are required to have two clear
pages in their passport.

Namibia currency is the Namibian
dollar however the SA Rand is used
throughout Namibia.

Namibia Standard Time is 1 hour ahead of
GMT in winter months April to September,

and 2 hours ahead of GMT from October
to March.

Flights to Namibia from the UK take
approximately 10 hours - no jet lag!

The dry season in Namibia (May to
October) can be the most pleasant time to
visit, with a dry and warm climate during
the day and cold mornings and nights.

There are plenty of fabulous places to eat
all through Namibia offering anything from
steaks to amazing seafood. Food and drink
is still considerably cheaper in these parts of
Africa so you will be spoilt for choice!
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
